I recently watched a video on the Shroud of Turin done by
Micheal Knowles who was interviewing Jeremiah Johnston,
a scholar on the subject and author of the book Body of Proof. In it he was describing the science behind
why he believed it to be the burial shroud of Christ and the significance if it is. I highly encourage you to
watch it and see for yourself. Something else that stood out to me, which they discussed in the video, was
the spiritual aspect.

The shroud gives us a picture of the risen Christ at the moment of resurrection! The different
scientific tests done have shown an incredible amount of energy was released in a nano second, the point
of resurrection. That energy took a snapshot of Christ and what He looked like. No scientific lab that has
looked at it has figured out a way to duplicate what appears to have happened to the shroud, nor can they
recreate the amount of energy that was released which seems to indicate a God-level event. When we
look at the shroud, we look into the face of Jesus Himself!

This is an amazing thing and I think inspiring to work for and worship the Christ. But there is
another way to get the picture of Christ: study His Word. The Gospels tell us about 26 days of His three-
year ministry, which is why John says “Jesus did many other things as well. If every one of them were
written down, I suppose that even the whole world would not have room for the books that would be
written.” (John 21:25 NIV) So we read the Word of God to learn more about Him and the calling He
places on each of us, which brings us closer to the God of the universe. “All Scripture is God-breathed
and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness, '’ so that the servant of
God may be thoroughly equipped for every good work.” (2 Timothy 3:16-17 NIV)

As the summer fills up with a year’s worth of events to be crammed into 3 months, don’t forget
that our first job is to love God. Make time to sit in His creation and read/listen to His Word and know
Him more.

Skeptics say this verse contradicts Exodus 33:11, which says Moses saw God “face to face” (also see Genesis
32:30; Deuteronomy 5:4). However, some Bible passages are not meant to be taken literally. The expression
“face to face” figuratively means that God spoke directly and openly with Moses (Numbers 12:8), not that God
literally stood eyeball to eyeball with Him. If the Bible did not include figurative language, we would be
required to believe that God has wings and feathers (Psalm 91:4), and that Jesus is made up of flour (John 6:35)
and wood (John 10:9). Furthermore, God the Father is spirit and is therefore invisible (John 1:18; 1 Timothy
1:17). Yet God sometimes accommodated the human context by presenting Himself as if He had a body (e.g.
Genesis 3:8), and many scholars believe that Jesus personally appeared to some people in the Old Testament as
the pre-incarnate Angel of the Lord (Genesis 22:11-18). In any event, no one can gaze at God in His full
essence, which is the point that Exodus is making.

These verses have been used to argue that the King James Version, first produced in 1611, is the only accurate
English translation of the Bible. It is said that all other translations are inaccurate. This mistaken teaching
likely arose from a misunderstanding of the KJV’s wording of these verses. The words of the Lord are
pure....Thou shalt keep them. O Lord, thou shalt preserve them from this generation forever.”. (Psalm 12:6-7).
The Psalmist is referring to the authority of God’s words, not to a Bible translation in a language (English that
did not even exist in his day.) The KJV remains popular today, but many people have a hard time
understanding the old Elizabethan English. Language constantly changes. Supersize and blog, for instance, did
not become words until the twenty-first century! Today there are dozens of English translations each with its
strengths and weaknesses. Because there is no perfect translation, scholars continue their efforts to make the
Bible accurate and understandable to modern readers.

Buffalo Ranch Chicken Cauliflower

Bake

YIELD: 4 Serving

PER SERVING: 1 Leaner protein, 2 Green, 3 Condiments, 1 Fat

INGREDIENTS:

4 cups cauliflower, cut into florets
2 tsp extra-virgin olive oil

% tsp kosher salt

¥ tsp Freshly ground black pepper
12 oz. plain, low-fat Greek yogurt
1/3 c. Frank's Red Hot Buffalo
Wings Sauce

1/4 c. Hidden Valley Light ranch
dressing Buttermilk Ranch

1/2 c. sliced green onions,
including some for garnish

1 Tbsp. garlic powder

12 oz. shredded rotisserie chicken
1/2 c. shredded low-fat Cheddar
1/2 c. shredded low-fat gouda

DIRECTIONS:

Preheat oven to 450. In baking dish, toss
cauliflower w/olive oil, salt, and pepper.
Bake 20 minutes.

Reduce oven to 350.

Mix chicken w/cauliflower

In bowl, stir cream cheese, buffalo sauce,
ranch, onions, and garlic powder. Spread
mixture over cauliflower, top w/cheddar, and
gouda, bake 20 minutes.

Cool 10 minutes, Top w/ranch and green
onions.
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Taco Dip

YIELD: 12 servings

PER SERVING: % Leaner, 1 Green, 1 Healthy Fat, 2 Condiments

INGREDIENTS:

8 ounces light cream cheese,
softened1 cup fat free Greek
yogurt

8 oz cooked, shredded chicken
breast

1 cup of your favorite salsa

1 tablespoon taco seasoning

1 cup shredded lettuce

1 cup shredded cheddar cheese
1 cup tomato, diced

1 small avocado, diced

¥ cup onions, sliced

1 tablespoon sliced olives

1 pound mini bell peppers, sliced
in half lengthwise, stems and
seeds removed, for serving

instead of chips

DIRECTIONS:

Combine softened cream cheese, Greek
yogurt, chicken, salsa and taco seasoning
until smooth and well combined. Spread into
a rectangle baking dish or pie plate (| used
an 11"x7" baking pan). Refrigerate for an
hour to let flavors combine (optional). Top
with remaining ingredients.
